5. To change or add a class, you must do so at least 2 classes prior to the one in which you 
     wish to show.
6. Classes may be cancelled, combined, or split if warranted, at the show committee’s discretion.
7. Classes will not be held for shared horses.
8. No switching of horses or numbers allowed; one horse/rider combination per #.
9. DECISIONS OF JUDGES ARE FINAL.
10. Unsportsmanlike conduct or abuse of horses will result in a disqualification.  
11. ALL DOGS MUST BE ON A LEASH AT ALL TIMES!
